	 9.	 Absolutely no straw or sawdust as bedding. Sand will 

be provided. Wood chips may be used. Stalls must be 
cleaned out.

	10.	 Stalls will be assigned by the superintendent.
	11.	 When in question, the decision of the judge will be 

final.
	12.	 In case of a tie on Youth, Junior, or Senior Overall High 

Point Horse and Rider, the tie will be ridden off. The 
pattern will be predetermined by the superintendents.

	13.	 No horses will be turned loose to run (exercise) in the 
arena. The arena is to be used for horses and riders.

	14.	 No alcoholic beverages in or around the arena.
	15.	 No dogs at any time.
