5. When entries of any recognized breed of horses have
pre-entered, separate judging classes will be set up for
them according to the following recognized breeds:

ClassA — Appaoosa ClassE — Grade
ClassB — Paint/Pinto Class F — Pony, under 14
Class C — Quarter Horse hands

ClassD — Other recognized Class G- Burro Mule
breeds Class H — Draft Horse

6. Horses must have registration papers to be shown in
recognized breed classes. Exhibitor must send a copy
with entry.

7. Breed must be stated on entry form. If horses are not
registered, write “ Grade.”

8. 4-H ruleswill apply.

9. Absolutely no straw or sawdust as bedding. Sand will
be provided. Wood chips may be used. StaLLs MuST BE
CLEANED OUT.

10. Stallswill be assigned by the superintendent.

11. When in question, the decision of the judge will be
final.

12. Incase of atie on Youth, Junior, or Senior Overall High
Point Horse and Rider, the tie will be ridden off. The
pattern will be predetermined by the superintendents.

13. No horses will be turned loose to run (exercise) in the
arena. The arenaisto be used for horses and riders.

14. No alcoholic beverages in or around the arena.
